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The heroin and opioid epidemic is having a devastating impact on public health and safety in communities across Ohio and
the United States. According to the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, drug overdoses now surpass automobile
accidents as the leading cause of injury-related death for Americans. More than 120 people die as a result of overdose in
this country every day.

Addiction is a treatable disease, but only 10 percent of those who need treatment receive it. Discoveries in the science of
addiction have led to advances in drug abuse treatment that can help people stop abusing drugs, lead productive lives, and
achieve their God-given potential.

Experts agree that the most effective way to address the challenges of addiction is initiate a comprehensive response that
includes prevention, law enforcement strategies, addressing overdoses, expansion of evidence-based treatment, and
support for those in, or seeking, recovery.

It is only through a comprehensive approach that leverages evidence-based law enforcement and health care services,
including treatment, that we will stop and reverse current trends. CARA authorizes $181 million annually in federal funding
to support a comprehensive response to the heroin and opioid epidemic.
